Frequently asked questions:
How do I use the editable bulletin?
Open the bulletin in Microsoft Word and type in your corps goal beside the $ symbol. Then simply print it like any other document.
What are EPS files?
The "Encapsulated PostScript" file format, created by Adobe (a-doe-be), is used in the professional graphic field on both PC and Mac. They’re capable of containing both vector and bitmap art within the same file and they also support all colour modes. If you’re dealing with an outside design house or printer, this is usually the format they request.

What are JPG files?
The JPEG (jay-peg) file format was created by the Joint Photographic Experts Group back in 1991 as a means of creating smaller compressed image files for faster exchange over the internet.

What are PDF files?
The "Portable Document File" format was created by Adobe as a means to distribute letters, forms, documents and graphic layouts to anyone who has the free Adobe Reader program (included on this DVD). However, they cannot be edited unless you have the master Acrobat program. PDF documents are embedded with the fonts used to create it, which enables it to display on your monitor in the same manor as it was created.

What are WMF files?
A "Windows MetaFile" is a ‘vector-based’ clipart image created from an original graphic drawn in such programs as CorelDraw or Adobe Illustrator. They’re made up of shaped objects rather than pixels, thus they can be scaled up without losing any detail. Being vector-based, they do not require the white ‘bounding box’ behind them, thus making them ideal for placing on top of coloured backgrounds, such as in PowerPoint presentations. You cannot open them, but they can be inserted like regular clipart into just about any Windows application (program).
