During 
the most recent deployment they were asked to charter a 
plane to move the vulnerable population from Yellowknife to 
Calgary's Centre of Hope to supply shelter, staff, and essentials 
items. Additionally, during this time, while feeding the 
Yellowknife Fire Dept,  EDS was asked to feed additional 
contractors on site by using a supplied restaurant. The EDS 
team was deployed to Yellowknife three times this summer, and 
the division showed extreme flexibility and exceptional 
emotional care for the firefighters.
