CHILDREN'S TIME e

Object: A small frying pan or piece of bread/fish prop to represent Jesus’ breakfast on the
beach in John 21.

Leader: Have you ever noticed that some of the best moments happen when we gather
together with family and friends? Can you think of some times? (Let them name some)
Some of my favourite are ..Christmas around a tree, around a campfire.. around a table
eating good food... in a cabin or even in a noisy dining hall at camp! Gathering brings us
close, makes us feel like we belong, and reminds us that we're not alone.

In scripture (our Bible), there’s a moment just like that.

(Show the frying pan or fish/bread.)

Let me tell you what happened in John 21. Jesus’ friends had been fishing all night and
caught nothing. They were tired and frustrated. Then someone on the shore yelled, “Try
the other side!” When they listened, suddenly their net was bursting with fish! That's
when they realized — it was Jesus!

When they got to shore, Jesus already had a fire going and breakfast cooking — fish and
bread. No big speech. No pressure. Just: “Come and have breakfast.”

Jesus knew they were tired. He knew they needed comfort, hope, and a reminder that they
still belonged to Him. Jesus knew something powerful:

Before we can go out and do anything for Him, we need to gather with Him.

When we come together, whether here, at home, or at camp, that's what we do too. We
gather with friends. We gather with family. We gather with leaders. And most of all, we
gather with Jesus. And every time we gather with Him, He gives us what we need—peace,
courage, direction, and a sense that we belong.

This year, as we celebrate Camp Sunday, we remember that Jesus still invites us to the
fire. He still says, “Come and eat.” He still gathers us close to remind us we belong and
can do great things for Him.

“Gather”

John 21:1-14; Matthew 18:20

Intro: There is so much | love about camp. Playing games, dressing up in silly costumes,
eating good food, learning about God and the Bible, and taking part in various activities
in the great outdoors. However, one of my favorite camp activities is when we all gather
around the campfire. While there is ample time for hilarious skits and humorous songs,
often the campfire pit becomes a place where stories are shared, where relationships
are strengthened through supportive actions, and where our worship and prayers are
lifted heavenward. And of course, the gooey s'mores only add to my love of campfires.
As camp staff and children lift their voices while the heat of the fire warms our skin and
embers float into the night sky, | am often reminded that God is in our presence as we
gather around the fire.

I. A Desire for God'’s Presence

- Many of us desire that sense of belonging to something greater that is often
experienced when we gather around a campfire with friends and family

- Humanity was created to be in community with each other

- Yet, sometimes we experience loneliness, and “community” is not always easily found
- The circumstances of life and various challenges can make others feel distant

- Sometimes God'’s presence also feels distant

- Sometimes we pray for things, and it feels like our prayers are going unanswered

- Sometimes we go searching for a sense of belonging in all the wrong places and that
can lead to some very challenging circumstances

Il. The Promise of God’s Presence

-Jesus came to earth as Immanuel “God with us” (Matthew 1:23)
-All throughout the Scriptures there are examples of God’s promise to be with us:
He will not leave or forsake (Deut. 31:8)

He is with you wherever you go (Joshua 1:9)

He is with us in difficult or fearful situations (Psalm 23:4)

He is with us to the end (Matthew 28:20)

-(John 21) Jesus appears to the disciples after He was raised from &
the dead. They gather around a fire for breakfast. They fellowship, they €
eat, they sit in His presence even after knowing that he had died,
Yet He WAS therel!

-There is nowhere we can be where God is not!

-There is no circumstance we can face that He is not aware of
-We are never truly alone




SERMON OUTLINE GONT'D.

Ill. Gathering in God’s Presence

-Matthew 18:20 says that “where two or three gather in my name, there am | with them.”
This is a verse that is found in a portion of Scripture that focuses on how to deal with sin
in the Church. However, it has often been used as a comforting promise that you don't
need a large crowd of people for God to listen and respond.

- It is good for God's people to gather no matter how many are present

- We come together to encourage and stir one another up to love and do good things
(Hebrews 10:24-25), to be in unity (Psalm 133), to confess our sins and pray for each
other (James 5:16) and to forgive (Ephesians 4:32).

-And when we come together in Jesus’ name, He reminds us that he is also present

-t is a function of the Church to create opportunities for people to gather and belong to
something greater.

-God invites us to gather with each other and with Himself.

Conclusion: Just as Jesus was present with the disciples, sitting around the campfire by
the Sea of Tiberias (John 21) after His death, so too is God active and present today
wherever we gather whether at church, in our homes, at school, or gathered around a
campfire at summer camp. Jesus’ promise to all is that for those who know Him, he
abides with us and in us and this presence empowers us for His mission to go and serve
and make disciples. May we always know that God is active and involved in our lives as
our guide, our protector, our sustainer, and friend. He is with us!

PRAYER STATION
INSTRUGTIONS

To prepare these prayer stations, choose an open area where everyone can rotate
easily. Each station should have a small table or floor space with its symbol clearly
visible (backpack, rope, journal, nature items, etc.), along with the simple action
and prayer prompt printed or displayed. Soft background music can also help
create a reflective environment.

Before people arrive, volunteers should read over the instructions at each station
so they feel comfortable guiding or assisting participants as needed. Encourage
leaders to let everyone move at their own pace. A short opening explanation can
help people understand that each station represents a way God gathers us
through gifts, memories, unity, creation, friendship, purpose, and quiet moments.
Once everything is in place, invite everyone to explore, reflect, and pray as they
connect with God in creative hands-on ways.

Supplies needed:

1. The backpack - backpack filled with camp items such as a compass,
flashlight, rope, whistle, or cards with images of camp items.

The log book - “A Camp Log Book” (journal), stickers, markers

The team knot - Rope with a single, loose knot, or several ropes to tie.

The nature table - Pinecones, rocks, leaves, sticks - nature items.

The cabin door - Cardboard “cabin door”, name tags, paper hearts

The big map - A large map (camp, city, province) and small dot stickers

The friendship bracelet - Beads, string & scissors

The silent spot - A small “quiet zone” with a bench or floor mat.

* Flashlight = encouragement

* Rope = helping others

1 Corinthians 12:7 - “A spiritual gift is given to each of us
so we can help each other.”

GRAFT TIME

CAMP PENNANT

STEP 1

Cut Out a large triangle of felt to be your
background. The simplest way to do this is to
cut a large rectangle, then fold it in half along
the long side. Then cut diagonally across to
make a triangle.

STEP 2

Use your background (still folded in half) as a
template to trace onto your secondary colour,
then cut the new triangle slightly smaller than
your background.

SIEP 3

Count how many letters you need for your
word (This can be anything, your name, your
camp). Divide your felt into equal pieces
based on your chosen word. Then cut out the
letters for each shape.




GRAFT TIME

CAMP PENNANT GONT'D
SIEP 4

Arrange the letters onto the felt triangle
and use glue to temporarily hold it in
place. Then stitch around the letters to
secure them to the pennant. (Glue alone
works too if sewing is a challenge).

STEP 3

Cut a 1” strip of felt to run along the edge
of the pennant. Then attach two smaller
strips in a V on each edge of the pennant.
Ta-da - you now have a finished pennant!

We've included some templates for each camp’s name in the files, along with some
simple icons you can use to decorate your pennant if you would like. They have been
designed to fit tabloid-sized paper (preferred) or letter-size paper.

To simplify this craft consider switching from felt to paper no sewing required!




HUGKLE BUCKLE

- Participants find a partner and then
the partners stand on opposite sides
of a room/field.

- In the centre of the room/field is a
long length of rope or tape.

- There is a caller/judge who will say
something like "huckle buckle elbow
to knee and then two partners need
to run towards the centre of the room
and try for one persons elbow to
touch their partners knee.

- The last team to successfully
perform the task is eliminated.

- The caller[judge keeps going
through this process saying "huckle
buckle and naming two body parts.”

- However, on occasion the caller

will say "huckle buckle huckle buckle”
and the participants must run to the
centre and one partner must jump on
the other partner's back in a "piggy-
back” style.

- The process continues until only one
team remains.

RHYTHM MASTER

X- Goal: To copy a rhythm as a
group without having the Guesser
correctly guess who is leading the
rhythm.

- Create the Base Rhythm Everyone
learns a simple 4-beat pattern: Clap
— Clap - Pat knees — Pat knees.
Practice together a few times in
unison.

- Choose a Rhythm Master who
leads the rhythm. Only they can
change the rhythm

- The group copies the Rhythm
master. While keeping the beat
going, the Rhythm Master will
change: From clapping to snapping,
from knees to shoulders and etc.

- Everyone else must follow the
changes as quickly as possible
without talking.

- Choose 1 person to step out of the
circle and not see who the master is.
Bring them back and while the
rhythm continues, they try to guess
“Who is the Rhythm Master?”. They
get 3 guesses.

- Switch roles and repeat

Leaders will spread out around camp and think of a fear. ®@@
Campers will go up to leaders and try to determine what their .3%_

fear is. With their fear in mind, campers will bring the leader to a 4
designated area when they have guessed it right. Score keeper CAMP
will then give a point to the group that figured out the fear.

Example fears: blue eyes, backwards hats, sunglasses, certain

words.
