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Policy:
Sunset Lodge ensures that there is spiritual nourishment of residents and opportunity for religious expression for all residents. Resident participation is religious activities is not mandatory but completely voluntary.  
Purpose:
To allow for the spiritual enrichment of residents and the opportunity of religious expression for all attending.
Procedure:
1. Sunday Worship service will be held at 9:30 am for approximately 30 in duration, conducted by a Salvation Army Officer or designate in the Chapel.
1. Chapel services including Catholic Mass & Holy Communion will be held Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday commencing at 9:30 for 30 minutes duration conducted by the Spiritual Care Department or designate in the chapel.
1. Special religious events, such as Easter and Christmas Candlelight Services, will be held promoting resident, family and staff involvement.
1. With prior authorization from the Spiritual Care Department, services such as chapel, Catholic Mass and Communion may be held by outside clergy in order that the spiritual needs of the residents are met.
1. During times when the Spiritual Care Department or designate is conducting chapel alone a staff member will be assigned to assist is chapel to provide medical assistance as needed.
