Because we believe so strongly that spiritual care is as important as other kinds of care, we have on staff a chaplain (pastor) who is a professional trained to walk with other people through their spiritual journey.

If you would like your counselling at the Women’s Counselling Centre to include spiritual care, we would be happy to assist you with this. This service is optional and you will receive the other counselling and services of this agency whether you participate in spiritual care or not. The following are the spiritual care services that we provide:
Worship Service – This is held in the church building on Sundays at 10:30 am. You are welcome to attend.  We will also assist you with finding a church / faith group of your choice.
Women’s Bible Study – This is held in the church building on Thursdays at 10:30 to 12:00 pm. The bible study approximately 90 minutes long.
Spiritual Counselling – This is available to you either through your counsellor or through a referral to our Director / Chaplain. 
Weddings / Funerals / Baby Dedications – Our Director / Chaplain is available to conduct these ceremonies under certain circumstances. Clients requesting these services should speak  to the Director / Chaplain.
