In Deuteronomy 10:12 we read: "... fear the Lord and walk in his ways ..." Interestingly 

part of the call of this verse coincides with the name of a mountain range that 
symbolizes the strongest factor of identity and unity among the countries that make 
up the Territory West of South America (Chile, Peru, Bolivia and Ecuador): the Andes 
mountain range. 
 
This chain of mountains that crosses Argentina, Chile, Peru, Bolivia, Ecuador, 
Colombia and part of Venezuela, has the highest mountains on the planet outside the 
Himalayas. "In the countries of the territory the highest mountains are: in Chile:" Ojos 
del Salado "6,893m, in Peru:" Huascarán "6,768m, in Bolivia:" Nevado Sajama 
"6,542m, and in Ecuador:" Chimborazo "6,310m. South America West is therefore the 
territory of the ANDES!
