People outside start 
to look at her a liƩle differently like there is something noƟceable about 
her.  As she arrives home of course she must find some water to place 
the beauƟful rose in.  The fragrance is so lovely and it starts to spread 
around her home.  It is placed in the center of the kitchen table.  
Because it is so beauƟful well of course she must straighten up and 
clean around her home to make it nice enough to be around such a 
lovely flower.  It gives her a beauƟful memory of a lovely meeƟng, 
beauƟful new friends with Christ in their lives, and her home takes on a 
new look and freshness.  She is more cheerful and happier.  Perhaps she 
does not know why but the Rose she received as a giŌ was impacƟng 
her life.
